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Study summary:

This study aims to enrich scientific research through the university students' use of social
networks, investigative feedback, the motivation of the university students to use social
networks, the extent of confidence in their information, and what are the proposals to take
advantage of social networking, and we therefore felt that we should ask the following

question:
How far are undergraduate students using social media sites in scientific research?

The study is part of descriptive research based on the theory of uses and saturations. The
study was conducted on a sample of 93 individuals and we used the questionnaire tool, as

well as the descriptive approach.

We found that the majority of students use social media sites in their scientific research
motivated by the enrichment of scientific assets. One of the most important sightings
achieved by social media sites is cognitive satisfactions that include scientific satisfactions

related to specialization.
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
