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Summary:

Thise study dealt with the impact of the Tamazight dimension on identity
security in the Arab Maghreb, considering that they are the indigenous people
in this region. The study relied on the historical framework of the Tamazight
Issue and its relation to the internal and external influences. Because it is of
great importance to these peoples not to recognize them after independence,
which gave them a security dimension that motivated them to try to
understand the main events of the aggravation of this issue and its departure
from normal course to the demands of rights, so that our study ended by
giving two basic modules, namely Algeria and Morocco, Which has led to
the emergence of separatist groups calling for the division of the country in
the framework of regional discourse, taking advantage of the situation of
mobility in the recent period, which is one of the main reasons that impose
Contradictions lead to the absence of common ground on national identity.
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
