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/ Abstract \

With the growing role of the private sector in the field of health in Algeria, many
questions are being raised about its position in the country’s health system, whether it
serves as an outlet for health policies made by officials as well as supporting public
health institutions, or as a competitor to its services, accordingly this study aims to
clarify the role of the private health sector in improving the performance of health
policies in Algeria in terms of influencing or being affected by them.

By studying and analyzing all the variables of the study and how they interact with
one another, we concluded that the private sector in Algeria does play a
complementary and supportive role for public health sector institutions in serving
