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Summary

The study dealt with the topic of the role of associative activity in implementing
the national solidarity policy during the Corona pandemic by addressing the
various procedures and measures taken by the associations and measuring the
extent of their success in contributing to supporting and strengthening the
national solidarity policy.

This study concluded that associations are built on the basis of partnership,
solidarity and coordination of efforts between segments of society to cover
various aspects of social life, and that awareness of the importance of civil
society is pivotal in the success of associations, and their playing an important
role in coordination with the state agencies concerned with the formulation and
implementation of the national solidarity policy.

The study presented a set of recommendations that would raise the
effectiveness and efficiency of associations in managing crises in the future.
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
