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/Summary

The Nongovernmental Organizations (NGO’s) are considered as one of the mechanisms that
protect human rights from violations, and the Amnesty International (Al) is seen of the
NGO’s that has an important role in this field. Amnesty International protects and defends
human rights in several countries, like it did in Iraq which witnessed serious human rights
abuses to different categories of the Iragi society.
