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ABSTRACT

This study focuses on some of the most important concepts in international relations during
the post-Cold War in order to determine the various international interactions and demonstrate
the role of this importance in the international phenomena interactivity either at the
international regime level or in the field of theorization. In this study, we adopted a
methodical plan of three chapters in which the events and historical facts constituted
intellectual benchmarks for the study and a link between chapters.

The introduction includes the issue of the study, its hypotheses, the methods adopted and the
objectives of the study, the issue raised stems from the relationship between these new
concepts and the reality and the impact of the international system in a way that highlights the
importance of these concepts in both aspects, theoretical (Explaining relations between
countries and other international actors) and the practical that appears in the process and the
facts of this interaction as long as the problem posed is based on the fact that each concept is
new, derived from a specified period or newly created that the international reality imposed
its reconsideration and its use. These new concepts have contributed in international relations,
to develop theories appropriate to the international regime after the end of the Cold-War till
now.

In the first chapter of this study, we focused on three points including the relationship
between the impact and vulnerability, and identified the historical aspect of international
relations during the war by some of the most important concepts and more common as the
concept of balance of power and terror, security, ideological conflict that express the bipolar
system, the third point of this chapter is represented by the predominance of the analysis of
the theory of realism in international relations during this period.

In the second chapter, we focused on the international system after the Cold-War and the
resulting concepts that express American predominance as a single pole of the international
regime and the impact of the end of this war on the course of the theorization in international
relations.

In the third chapter, we addressed the most important events in succession after the Cold-War
to the events of the 11" September 2001 were a turning point in the transformation of
international relations and the reinterpretation of some concepts that are external political U.S
trends towards the world in general and the Muslim world in particular.
