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Summary
This study deals with the French foreign policy security dimension in Libya

and its evolution during, during President Nicolas Sarkozy mandate from 2007
to 2012, which was mainly characterized by the big interest in the Great
Maghreb region in general and Libyan particular, as a result of both external
internal factors, leading to the necessity of the effective role that France played,
The role that took part in the transformation of this policy from relying on
cooperative political mechanisms in a collective frame work to adopting
individual policies relying on foreign policy militarization in a region that
provides it with political, military and economical presence in a multi-polar
competition, taking advantage in this of the poor internal condition to run the
military intervention adventure that enable it to retake its weight in its spheres
of influence.

We deducedat the end of this study that France should play a supporting role
in the stability of the political, social and economic conditions in Libya, in order
to ensureits interests in the region, whether strategic or economic ones, which
have known a significant decline after the prevention of oil supplies by the
armed forces.
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
