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Abstract

Since the late 1990s the world has witnessed substantial changes which have constrained both
developing and developed countries to re-examine the philosophy of governance and
administration and the need to adopt good governance as a prerequisite for developing
countries to achieve respected levels of development and progress. Algeria has always been
among the States that have paid attention to governance and this fact is seen in the
government discourse of the Algerian officials. It has pursued a number of reforms in various
fields in order to achieve a level of governance in governing and management.
It is in this spirit that our work tries to get and analyze the most important new reforms
pursued by Algeria and to know the extent to which governance has been respected and the
extent of its commitment to the bases and indicators of good governance.

In the first chapter, the study addresses the topics of governance, the reasons of its
appearance, its evolution, its definitions and characteristics, its actors, its theoretical
dimensions and foundations. It represents a theoretical introduction that will give a help in
identifying the most important indicators of governance.

In chapter 1l, the work presents the most important reforms pursued by Algeria in the
political, economic, social and administrative spheres between 2000 and 2014. It seeks
focusing on the most notable efforts made by the State in order to achieve a respectable level
of progress. It has become clear to us that the reform programs in different areas are numerous
and the amounts allocated are really consistent.

Both the questions about the extent of the achievements of the objectives of the reform
programs and the extent to which they really reflect the level of governance in governing and
management remain and need an answer. So chapter Il aims at measuring the reform
programs by using the indicators of governance which are: the opinion and accountability,
political stability and the absence of violence, the quality of regulatory frameworks, the
effectiveness of the government, a State of law, the war on corruption, besides linking each
indicator to what seems to be the best way to measuring a type of reform programs. This
chapter proves that the Algerian State makes lots of efforts in order to rationalize its activities
and to put into practice the principles and mechanisms of governance on several levels.
However, this experience is young and is just beginning since there are many difficulties and
obstacles that are slowing its pace including:

- The inefficiency of governmental institutions and the lack of adequate independence
which are reflected in the quality of both legislation and the services delivered.

- Weak capacities of the political system in controlling corruption.

- The absence of transparency principles and the rational management of the resources
which represent real drawbacks when it comes to talking about the development
efforts in Algeria.

- The spread of bribery and corruption, the bad distribution and the absence of justice.

- Weakness in the effective embodiment of the law.
