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Our study has contributed to more clarification of the meaning of
civil society and its relationship with local development .however, we
believe now that it is difficult to separate between the tow terms : so
there is no local development without the existence of a strong civil
society . As it is clear for us the importance of the role played by the
different civil society's organizations which can be considered as a
field of interactions and influences that aim to achieve local
development.

More ever , our study focused the role of civil society and its
organizations in the raise of developmental process ,despite its great
limits , because of the big efforts done by every member in these
organizations ,especially that collective efforts must always succeed
and achieve their goals.

Like we concluded that civil society is a necessity imposed by social
events that related and gather people who are partner in their needs
and lives as well as in their occupations and aspirations ,and according
to these reasons ,people must unify their opinions and their
occupations ,however, they find in civil society 's organizations the
appropriate sphere.

Like from our study ,we have noticed that sportive associations have a
great importance especially for young people , but we have remarked a
big insufficiency of sportive infrastructures in our country .for that
we believe that it is very important to take care with local associations
for their great impact on young and what they did as efforts to serve
all the society.

However, it is clear for us that when civil society's organizations are
incapable to solve any youth problem ,they must transfer it to the
authority ,so by playing this role they became an intermediate between
people and the authority ,especially if there is a good communication
and freedom of action and no oppression .Finally , we have concluded
also ,the importance of the respect of law by these organizations which
must show also their obedience and servitude to the country and its
citizens.
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
