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Summary:
Gulf States security dimension and the crisis in the Yemen

This study aims to shed light on the Yemeni revolution and analyze the
causes of its shift to a crisis. Starting from the historical ramifications and
extrapolation of political, economic, social conditions, as these conditions were
Imposed on Yemen and made it a fertile incubator for chaos and foreign
interventions. The strategic location of Yemen transformed this latter to an
arena for scores settling between different regional powers, through the creation
of internal sectarian and geographical conflicts; which in return made this
country a spring of international terrorism and a source for the various non-
state configurations.

The study details how Gulf States reacted to the Yemeni crisis that began with
the outbreak of the youth revolution against the regime in February 11" 2011,
and worsened its unity after the date of September 21th 2014, after Houthis
rebels seized control of the capital Sanaa, an action considered by the Gulf
states as a threat to their security. The Golf States led by Saudi Arabia chose
military intervention as a way to stop the Iranian expansion on Yemen land
instead of peaceful diplomatic approach, a thing that contributed to the
consolidation of backwardness and conflict in this neighbouring state instead of
stability, progress and economic prosperity that would have had a positive and
more effective impact on Gulf States security as a whole. Saudi Arabia's
military intervention was based First on an American approval (endorsement)
and then a regional one from coalition countries that supported it, this
intervention has created a security chaos with unknown long term ramifications
in addition to the great human and economic losses that have made Yemen a
failed state with no future unless they rebuild their infrastructure and unite its
sects.

Security in the Gulf region is states security mainly; several wars broke in order
to impose some sort of regional power balance, thee wars work towards the
consecration of the status quo in preserving the interests of certain parties in the
region, violating societal and individual security on their way. This regional
conflict reflects regional as well as world superpower competition, making the
regional Gulf powers in proxy wars for its allies.
