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The economic factor is one of the most important determinants that interfere in directing
foreign policy of any state towards the external environment especially if the size of the
economic potentials very considerable and Algeria, is one of the countries that have
benefited from high oil prices in the long period estimated at more than 12 years
coincided with the rule of President Bouteflika, The Algerian economy is considered one
of the rentier economies that rely on a single supplier of oil and thus Algeria got a
tremendous financial abundance that it was possible to use it to build a strong economy
to leverage and improve Algeria's foreign policy performance, at least in the African and

Arab region.

Therefore the study focused on the analysis of how to use this factor to improve
Algeria's diplomatic performance, especially as the surrounding threats in Algeria
requires blending and integrating the security dimension with the economic dimension to

deal with such threats, especially in the Sahel region because it is necessary to build
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peace in the region on developmental and economical basis, without neglecting the
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
