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Abstract

The aim of this research is to deal with the issue of "*Russian diplomacy toward the war
in Syria™, in which we tried to analyze and study the Russian diplomacy and its principles
which are considered as a reference of Russian political orientation and behaviors' on the
external level. many scholars agreed on the stability of Russia's diplomatic principles despite
the presidential change, even during the Cold War days of the Union Soviet, are the same
ones during the rule of President Yeltsin, then President Vladimir Putin, and Russian
diplomacy has devoted its efforts and orientations as a way to recover its international
prestige which has been lost, and it considers this goal as an ultimate one, so to achieve this
goal and turned its attention towards these strategic and important areas ,all these factors
allow Russia to play a strong and international role.
So, the Middle East was at the head of these areas that interests Russia, especially in the era of
President Vladimir Putin. Russia's diplomacy toward the Middle East has become a well-
defined, unlike what it was under President Yeltsin. Where we can notice the impact of the
Russians ' attitudes towards the complicated issues in the region, including: the Arab-Israeli
conflict, and the US invasion of Irag, where Russia has worked hard to intervene to resolve
these issues by peaceful means without resorting to violence, and history proves a good-
Russian relations with the Middle East countries, particularly Syria, which is considered the
ancient ally of Russia and most important country in this region, where Russia is keen on a
permanent support for Syria and maintain communication and continuous cooperation
between them, and continued Russian support for Syria, headed by Bashar al-Assad, even
after the outbreak of war, has emerged on the horizon diplomacy Russian to find a solution to
end the conflict in Syria. Whereas Russia does no effort to achieve the goal of maintaining the
peace in this region.
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
