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This study focuses on security sector reform in the Maghreb region, where
security sector reform is one of the most important steps to change towards
democracy and rationalization of government. This reform of the security services
(police, armed forces, intelligence agencies) is an integral part of the reform
process.

The Maghreb region is one of the geopolitical areas where popular
revolutions have resulted in the fall of authoritarian regimes and the overthrow of
democratic regimes that have sought to restructure and build their security
apparatus in line with democratic principles.

The Maghreb security sector witnessed significant changes in its content,
especially after the events of the Arab Spring, where it was transformed from a
bureaucratic, repressive apparatus to a somewhat functioning one that did not
reach democracy. This is due to the continuing manifestations of corruption in the
Maghreb countries, In its implementation between actors and participants in the
security sector reform process.
