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Abstract:

Such as the subject of political transformations in Arab countries for decades, is a matter of
debate and controversy. The absence of a real democratic transformation in these countries at
the time of the wave of political transformation in almost all regions of the world led to the
emergence of the thesis of the Arab exception in the field of democratic transformation.

This view has been prevalent over the past decades, but is currently being reviewed as a result
of the political changes in the Arab arena at the end of 2010 and the beginning of 2011, which
started with the protests in Tunisia, followed by a series of political transformations from
many Arab countries.
