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Abstract:

In this study we discuss the Algerian security approach toward illegal immigration in the Mediterranean. this
subject impose itself on the national and regional political arena and even internationally. Because of The s central
position of Algeria in the Maghreb region between its eastern and western wings and its location at the strategic
intersection between North and Central Africa, making it one of the most important areas for transit, stability and
illegal immigration, this made the Algerian national security threatened, especially since it has been exposed on all
fronts, and as a result Algeria tried to through various actions to eliminate this phenomenon, especially after it was
linked to security, terrorism and various threats, as a result of shifts in the international system , as 9/11 attacks, and
the Arab Spring revolutions and civil wars in various African countries. And under the light of the strategies taken by
Algeria in the fight against illegal immigration, on average, this study sought to answer the question: What is the
effectiveness of the actions taken by Algeria to reduce the phenomenon of illegal migration in the Mediterranean?

To answer this question, we divided the study into three chapters, the first chapter dealing with the theoretical
rooting for illegal immigration, while second chapter deals with dimensions of Algeria’s average interest and in the
third chapter we tried to address the Algerian security role in the fight against illegal immigration in the
Mediterranean. The study found that the various procedures that have been followed by the Algerian government to
reduce this phenomenon were not effective, which requires it to pursue a comprehensive approach, and take the
development dimension in the hierarchy of priorities.
