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The summary :

This study deals with the subject of the role of international organizations in solving
international conflicts, and study of the case of the role of the United Nations in resolving the
Western Sahara conflict.

The conflict in Western Sahara considered as the longest conflict in the international area
and the african one, especially considering that this continent has always been a forum for
political conflicts and wars, ethnic, religious and economic. And despite the intervention of the
United Nations Organization, but this conflictstayed more than forty years, and continues to
outstrip even today on any political or diplomatic or military solutions.

And this is considered as a focus of conflict affect in the Maghreb, especially in light of
international changes and conflicts of interests of the major powers in the region area. And it is
what led to the emergence of a number of initiatives to overcome the contradictions in this
conflict, and has been transferred this case to the UN forces represented in the United Nations
to find a settlement to the conflict in Western Sahara. We have found at the end of the study
that the United Nations failed to settle this conflict until now due to some obstacles that blocked
the path of the settlement.
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
