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Absract

This study deals with the security dimension in the Russian foreign policy
regarding the situation in Syria after 2011. In order to give a comprehensive
overall view of the new direction in the Russian foreign policy and its impact in
the Syrian crisis, considering that Syria is the only case among the Arab spring
countries where the Russian intervention was clearly shown to solve the

political and military turmoil.

In This study we have analyzed the nature of the Russian foreign policy
orientations towards the Syrian crisis, the different motives and reasons behind
it, which helps in interpreting and analyzing the various Russian positions
towards the Syrian crisis which is considered the most important and impactful
crisis in the Middle East. The study also examines Russia's desire to create a
multi—polar world in which Russia expects to be one of its poles, beginning with
its intervention in the Syrian crisis which the Russian government sought to
through it to back up the current regime and therefore protecting and
maximazing its interests in Syria in order to achieve Russian national interests

starting with getting back its leverage in the international scene.

This study concluded that the Russian return to the middle east through the
Syrian crisis especially after the military intervention in the fall of 2015
represents an extension in the pattern of the attitude of the global powers
which seek to protect their economic and security interests in vital areas, this
pattern was solidified since the coming of Vladimir putin to the office in 2000,
as Russia is seeking to repel the western expansion which aims to weaken and
surround Russia and prevent it from achieving its ambitions of becoming a
global and influential power in the international scene therefore the Russian
foreign policy was directed by its leader Vladimir putin to defend Russia’s
strategic areas of influence in center of Asia and Caucasus by returning to the

middle east through the gate of the Syrian Crisis.
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
