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Abstract :

Although the Cold War ended in 1991, the Russian-American relations always
returned to what they were initially. Moreover, the strategic locations resulted
from the disintegration of the Soviet Union, especially in the geopolitical areas,
which made it a battlefield of Russian-American competition, including Georgia,
which became part of the geopolitical game. Georgia has turned into a pawn in
the hands of the big powers to achieve their policies and interests, especially the
interests of Western countries led by the United States of America,
underestimating the role of Russia at the time. However, the changes experienced
by Russia at all its levels of internal and external affairs increased competition in
the region. The situation in Georgia led to a violent war between Russia and
Georgia. The international arena is witnessing a wave of changes; this is what we
focused on in our study. The Georgian crisis has marked a major milestone in the
Russian-American relations, which has casted a shadow over the reality of
international relations.
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
