The aim of this study was to reveal how " university professors use the
electronic platforms for distance education”, by learning about the habits of
using university professors for online platforms for distance education,
knowing the contents of distance education platforms and the nature of
educational content provided by university professors, and the forms of
interaction of university professors through distance learning platforms, as
well as the methods of evaluating university professors for students through
distance learning platforms, and knowing the insights achieved by university
professors from university professors. Use of online platforms for distance
education.

To achieve the objectives of the study, the descriptive curriculum was
relied upon in two parts of description and analysis, and the sample of the
study consisted of (50) faculty members in the Faculty of Media and
Communication Sciences Saleh Boubender Constantine 111, who taught during
the "Covid 19" pandemic through the e-learning system.
