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Study Summary

The international order after the end of the Cold War, the collapse of the Soviet Union, and
the world's transition from bipolarism to the unipolar United States of America witnessed
many changes at the structural and value level of the international system through the radical
transformations that prevailed in the international system. Regional powers such as Iran to
extend its influence and dominance over the Middle East as a whole and the Gulf region in
particular, exploiting the 2003 US invasion of Iraq Thus, the overthrow of the regime of
Saddam Hussein is the most powerful variable that has affected the balance of regional and
international powers. It has given Iran the opportunity to intervene in Iraq. This is because
Irag was lIran's regional rival in addition to the strategic position occupied by Iraq by
containing wealth and natural resources such as oil. And natural gas, which led to Iran to
exploit the US invasion of Iraq and increase its influence and interference in Irag. The
Process of engagement in Iraq facilitated the rapprochement between the two countries in
terms of common history, culture and religion for speculators. From this perspective, Iran
adopted a strategy based on the religious ideological dimension that it employed In order to
protect its borders and security and to play a dominant role in the Middle East region,
especially as Iran suffers from attempts to destabilize its national security system In its
efforts to play a regional role, Iran has exploited the political transformations witnessed in the
Arab region in late 2010 and early 2011, which were called the Arab spring revolutions and
initially supported by Syria, Yemen, the maritime, Egypt, Of the Islamic Revolution of Iran,
which took place in 1979. But after the change in the pace of these political transformations
in the Arab countries, this was reflected in the internal situation in Iran. This is due to the

popular demonstrations that were called the Green Revolution.
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
