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Abstract:

Early warning is an innovative process in terms of mechanisms, old in concept. Its
operationalization leads to a state of prediction of crises, disasters, armed conflicts or early
detection of war escalations. It is also linked to the process of precautionary prevention in case
of conflict or renewal in order to spread security and peace. This qualitative study investigated
the subject based on previous and contemporary literature in this field in addition to the bulletins
and reports of the factors and field workers. The purpose of this research is to present a
background knowledge on the nature of this system and its relation to conflict prevention while
exploring the depth of its connection with other concepts, such as precautionary prevention and
the promotion of peace efforts.
