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Summary

The Kurdish problem has always been a major determinant of
Turkey's foreign policy, which is considered as a national security
iIssue and it is even raised to be an "existential issue" among the
different Turkish political elites, including the ruling one and the
opposition, Islamic one or secular, as well as nationalism. As well
the center of conerns of Turkish policymakers is preventing "The
establishment of a Kurdish state" and the bullying of Kurdish
groups in neighboring countries. In contrast, the United States deals
with Turkish concerns with a kind of "indifference” when US
interests in the region require the use of Kurdish groups and
cooperation with them, Which Turkey is trying to balance by
reassuring Turkey that their alliance is "strategic" while its
cooperation with the Kurds is "tactical" imposed by regional
developments and will not be threatened by any threat. To the
security of its Turkish ally, which has developed a sense of
“uncertainty” about American intentions and promises, and whose
leaders have adopted new visions seeking to emerge from America's
“dependency" and initiative to play an effective regional role.
