Algeria has an ancient heritage , to which different civilizations have succeeded over time
and given the importance of this heritage. We studied Ain Madi as a sample. Ain Madi is
a town rich in a diverse cultural heritage, especially the old palace, in addition to the
presence of the Tijaniya Zaouia, cradle of the Tijaniya order, which made it attract a large
number of followers of this religious way of worship. And the valuation process with
various interventions to develop religious tourism by addressing its components in
Algeria in general and Ain Madi in particular and the importance of the Zaouia of
Tijaniya. Investing in these religious and cultural components and enhancing this ancient
palace is necessary for the development of religious tourism in the region.
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
