The events of the Arab Spring began in the States of Morocco. They
brought about by the chaos of the fall of the regimes and the Azmatian
movements, fueled by geopolitical forces, characterized by strategic
interdependence, which exacerbated the asymmetric threats.

the central dynamic of organizing neighbouring countries, which has led the
region into a systemic equation of security behaviors as inputs to foreign
policy decisions as an output that has made it imperative for Algeria to take
an integrated approach to regional environmental interactions by adopting a
comprehensive security approach known as the Security and Development
Syndrome, which has increased the centrality of its role both regionally and

internationally
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
