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This study aims to explore the reality of child journalism in Algeria by
analyzing the content of Finco and Ghomida magazines in order to identify its
contents and evaluate them in terms of form and topics it raises, the values it
contained, the functions it performs and the goals it seeks to achieve, in addi-
tion to researching the surrounding circumstances of the material possibilities
And the human cadres that it supervises and the difficulties they face. The
study started with the following question: What is the reality of Algerian publi—

cations directed at children?

We have taken a set of methodological measures represented in the de-
scriptive and analytical approach, content analysis as a main tool, and the in—
terview as a secondary tool. Due to the narrowness of the research communi-
ty, we have comprehensively enumerated all the issues of the two journals,
which are 4 issues of Ghumaydah magazine and 12 issues of Finco magazine,
but we were unable to obtain all The issues issued for Finco magazine due to
the quarantine procedures, so we used the five numbers that we were able to

obtain, and we reached a set of results, the most important of which are:

e Finco and Ghomida magazines included various topics, each fo-
cusing on the topics that it placed in the top priority and through
which it seeks to achieve its goal. Finco magazine focused on lit—
erary and historical topics, while Ghomayda magazine focused on

social and entertainment topics.
eThe two magazines contained a set of positive values.

eThe two magazines perform multiple functions and most of them

have one in common.
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eAs for the goals, both magazines seek to provide specific contents
to the Algerian child that take into account his needs and the nature

of his society.

eThe two magazines are supervised by a qualified and responsible
cadre who is aware of the importance of the method that he directs
to the child.

eThe two magazines faced difficult financial conditions, but they re-
sisted them and are still determined to continue and strive to devel—

op themselves and provide the best for the Algerian child.
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
