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Abstract:

This study aimed to reveal the uses of information and communication modern technologies
in the Algerian TV- regional television station of Constantine— to stand on the significant role
played by these technologies on a professional level on the one hand, and on a technical
level on the other hand.

We relied in this study on the descriptive approach, but due to the limited number of the
members of the study sample, we chose to conduct a comprehensive survey of all the
technicians working in the station, relying on simple observation, questionnaire and
unstructured interview as an essential scientific research tools to collect information.

This study concluded that the technicians use modern technologies intensively, and they are
qualified to use them, as well as these technologies have made the station more

sophisticated by the use of digital technology like digital

buses and cameras.
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
