STUDY SUMMARY

This study was conducted primarily with the aim of learning about the moral and
immoral values included in Cartoon Network, based on a main question: What are
the moral and immoral values contained in The Amazing World of Gumball series
listed on Cartoon Network? The study is part of an analytical descriptive research
based on the content analysis tool. The study was conducted on the cartoon "The
Amazing World of Gumball”, which is broadcast on the website
www.cartoonnetworkarabia.com, and we chose the sample numbers according to the
sampling method, and this led to a sample being drawn. . It makes up 10%, which is
24 episodes out of 240, and we have reached a number of results, the most
important of which are:

* The results showed that the nature of the predominant topics in the cartoon "The
Amazing World of Gumball" are fictional and comic topics by 38%. Then social
issues with 25%, and educational issues with 8.5%.

* The results of the analysis of the category of backgrounds used in the Gumball
World series showed that the choice of backgrounds was deliberate and not
spontaneous.

They were used to spread ideological religious values by including some ideological
symbols in the backgrounds, as well as the inclusion of messages that affect Islamic
values through some symbols and signs as a sign. Two horns of Satan in a clear
picture to spread the Western faith among the emerging Arab generations.

* Through the analysis of the target category, the results showed that the largest
percentage was for the non-educational target with a percentage of 79%, and for the
educational target by 20%.
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
