The creation and construction of new matching international standards set by FIFA with
extensions courts contribute to raising the profitability of the stadium, it has become
indispensable for the advancement of football again, these stadiums will contribute
significantly to solve the funding crisis and beneficial to the clubs and thus enable local
authorities to provide huge amounts of money were spent on clubs . Not only this, but also it
will allow Algeria to organize international events dating material benefit, cultural and social
as well, and this is what we are proposing after this search.
