Summarization :

Our study aimed to reveal the cognitive effects of distance learning platforms
on the students of the University of Saleh Boubenider Constantine 03 as a result
of the conditions that the university went through like other national and
international universities in light of the spread of the Corona-Covid 19 pandemic.

In order to achieve this study, we adopted the descriptive survey method, and
we targeted a multi-stage stratified sample through which we selected
vocabulary from the students of the University of Constantine 03. We also relied
on the questionnaire tool as a tool for data collection, which was divided into
themes, habits, patterns and motives for using distance education platforms and
A focus on the cognitive effects of using platforms

The study reached a set of results, most notably:

- Most of the study sample prefer to use educational platforms from the mobile
phone at a rate of two hours a day at unspecified times.

- It is clear from most of the respondents’ answers that the types of educational
platforms preferred by Algerian university students are the free electronic
platforms.

-The results show that most of the respondents did not receive training at the
university about the use of distance learning platforms.

- Most of the sample members use the platforms to get lectures and deliver
assignments and research.

- The respondents confirmed that they prefer to use the distance learning
method as a means to support the in-person teaching only.
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
