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Study summary:

The study aims to identify the attitudes of Algerian journalists towards the
use of citizen journalism as a source of information, by determining the amount
of trust they give to it, as a new challenge brought by information and
communication technology, in which the citizen is the main element in
conveying all the details, which formed An obstacle to traditional media
institutions and a competitive element at the same time and the main question
of this study was what are the attitudes of Algerian journalists towards using
citizen journalism as a source of information?

In the context of achieving this, the study adopted the sample survey
method as one of the descriptive approaches, as it is the most appropriate
approach for this type of studies, which helps us collect sufficient information
and data, using the questionnaire as a tool for data collection, and relying on
an intentional sample of 70 journalists. Algerians working in various Algerian
media institutions, and the study was divided into three main chapters: the first
chapter was related to the problem of the study and its methodological
procedures, and the second chapter dealt with the professional practice of
Algerian journalists and citizen journalism, while the third chapter dealt with the
presentation of the results obtained and analyze it.

After conducting a field study and analysis, the following results were reached:

1. Citizen journalism is characterized by its timeliness, which makes it more
scoop-able.

2. Citizen journalism provides Algerian journalists with the freedom to
discuss opinions and issues freely, which makes them attracted to it.

3. Algerian journalists consider citizen journalism a pillar of the traditional
press.

4. Algerian journalists also see that citizen journalism, although it has
positive aspects, does not always enjoy the element of objectivity and
credibility in reporting news.
