Abstract:

This study aims to shed light on the role of Algerian radio in traffic awareness. It specifically
focuses on the role played by the local radio station in Constantine in disseminating and
promoting traffic awareness, considering it as one of the most important mass communication
tools that have kept up with the changes of the times. The study seeks to answer the main
question: What role does Constantine radio play in creating traffic awareness among its listeners?
Regarding the theory used in this study, it is the theory of uses and gratifications, which posits
that individuals have needs to satisfy through media channels. It focuses on the relationship
between individuals and the media by questioning what people do with the media. The study
employs a descriptive-analytical method and a simple random sample, along with a questionnaire
as a data collection tool. After data transcription, analysis, and interpretation, several results
emerged, highlighting that Constantine radio has contributed to creating traffic awareness among
its listeners. It occupies an important position in the minds of the audience, as the traffic
awareness programs broadcasted through Constantine radio satisfy the listeners' desires by
responding to their advice and guidance.
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
