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This study sought to identify "Al-Shorouk daily newspaper's treatment of
psychological warfare in the Russian—Ukrainian war in form and
content'; where the analytical descriptive approach was used, and we
used the content analysis form tool to obtain information; The data were
analyzed in the form of tables and frequencies using frequencies and
percentages. The research community is represented in the Algerian
written newspapers, while the study sample is the intentional sample,
regular in respect of the distance between the numbers, and it consisted
of (12) numbers. This study was conducted at the Faculty of Media,
Communication and Audiovisual Sciences, Constantine University 3,

during the academic season: 2022/2023.

The study concluded a number of results, the most important of which

are:

1- The site allocated by Al-Shorouk daily newspaper to the Russian-
Ukrainian psychological warfare is on the inside pages of the newspaper
at a rate of 58.33%, then the last page at a rate of 25%, then the first

page at a rate of 16.66%.




2- The place where the Russian—Ukrainian psychological warfare is
published in Al-Shorouk daily newspaper is the top right of the page
with a percentage of 50%, then the top left of the page with a

percentage of 25%, then the flip of the page and the bottom right of the

page and the bottom left of the page with a percentage of 8.33% each.

3- The types of journalism that Al-Shorouk daily relied on in its
coverage of the psychological war between Russia and Ukraine were
represented in the report by 33.33%, then the cartoon by 25%, then the
article and the news by 16.66% each, then the column by 8.33%, then

reportage by 00%.
