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For many years, state security has been seen as the only concept to protect
the state and its sovereingnty from any treath of a military nature comes
from abroad. But with the major trasformations that occured in the early
1990s, which revealed the fragility has emerged, taking into consideration
alle kinds of security threats and involving new forces alongside the state.
This new concept did not come as an alternatives to natoinal security.but
come to complemented and guarantee him greater efficiency, security is a
basic requirement for the individual in alle areas, and the state ensures the
security and stability of its individuals or citizens. We canoot imagine in any

way thate the security of the state is independent of the security of a person

or the individual as the absence of individual security necessarily leads to

instability of the state, They are two sides of the same coin.
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
