In the context of Algeria’s efforts to strengthen its relations with Russia,
as one of the main poles seeking to break American dominance and build
a multipolar world, this study highlights the importance of the Algerian
relations with Russia and the stages they have gone through since the
outbreak of the liberation revolution until today. The study concludes that
Algeria's relations with Russia are strong and solid in the security, military,
and political aspects. However, in terms of the economic and trade aspects,
they remain weak due to the lack of a rational constructing framework for
these relations, such as the absence of direct maritime transport lines and a
free trade zone between the two countries, which lead to high costs of
exports and imports compared to their counterparts with the European
Union. It is also worth noting the considerable trade deficit in favour of
Russia.

There are opportunities for mutual economic and trade enhancement
between the two countries, especially in sectors such as industry,
construction, agriculture, renewable energy and tourism, which can thrive

in both the short and long terms.
