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Abstract :

Local communities serve as a significant embodiment of the
implementation of the administrative decentralization system, which
has evolved beyond allocating responsibilities between central and
local authorities to become a vehicle for attaining comprehensive
development.

In response to the need for grassroots reform, the Algerian
legislature, following the political reforms of 2011, has redefined the
municipality as the fundamental element of local governance,
emphasizing its proximity to citizens. This approach recognizes that
addressing the daily life issues of citizens requires efficient
management at the local level, involving the participation of
multiple actors.

Consequently, this approach forms the foundation of the concept of
participatory democracy, which emphasizes collective action, power
sharing, and the active involvement of various stakeholders,
including citizens. However, our study concludes that the existing
legal framework governing municipalities falls short of adequately
addressing emerging challenges in this domain.
