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Abstract:

In the last decade of the twentieth century, Rwanda witnessed one of the
worst and most violent civil wars in the African continent, which claimed the
lives of about one million people in a few months, in addition to the destruction
of the country's economy, infrastructure and political stability. After the end of
the civil war, Rwanda was in need of a great process of reconstruction in all
fields and the will of building a real and comprehensive peace by involving all
the components of the Rwandan society, including women, who came, after the
extermination of most of men in the civil war, to represent 70 percent of the
society. Through the decision-maker's awareness of rebuilding the state through
the necessity of empowering Rwandan women who were able to radically
change the post-civil war reality and contribute into building the peace that
improved all the economic, the political and the social sectors.
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
