Abstract:

This study deals with the nature of regional organizations and their
role in crisis management, with a focus on the Gulf Cooperation
Council as a regional organization in managing the Yemeni crisis.
The study aims to identify and evaluate the role played by the Gulf
Cooperation Council during the period of the Yemeni crisis from
2011 to 2020. This was done by analyzing the efforts made by the
Council during this specific period and trying to draw conclusions
about its success or failure in managing the Yemeni crisis during that
period.

The researcher relied on a historical, legal, and descriptive analytical
approach, which contributed to reaching the required results. The
study reached several conclusions, most notably that the continuation
of the conflict in Yemen poses a threat to international peace and
security in general, and to the Arabian Peninsula in particular. The
efforts made by the Gulf Cooperation Council in managing the
Yemeni crisis during the mentioned period showed that they did not
achieve positive and satisfactory results for the parties concerned.

The study presented a set of recommendations, the most important of
which is the need to find a political solution that satisfies all
conflicting parties in Yemen, with the aim of stopping the conflict
and controlling events in the country in a way that ensures that
international peace and security are not threatened and preserves the
security of the region in general.
