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Abstract :

This study is considered an attempt to examine and explain the contradictions of the
strategic balance equation in the Mediterranean after the 2011 Arab movement, of
which Algeria is considered one of the parties, which prompted it to adopt strategic
hedging to confront the challenges/impact of international and regional factors on its
strategic options as a pivotal country.

Especially since the theory/strategy of hedging is a new proposal/method in
international relations to achieve strategic balance in regions characterized by major
power competition and the attempt of pivotal countries to maintain their position and
secure their survival, as is the case of Algeria in the Mediterranean.
