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Abstract:

This thesis discusses one of the most prominent topics of the conflict between Palestinians
and Israelis, which is centered on the conflict over land and its control, as Palestinians with
the legitimate right suffer from the policy of expulsion and displacement by Israeli
governments in favor of the settlement project in Palestine, so this study aimed to shed light
on settlement policies during the different stages of occupation of Palestine, and to monitor
the phenomenon of Zionist settlement on the occupied territories in terms of tracking the
frequency of settlement operations, the Zionist entity continued its approach and construction
operations continued to continue, and it also continued its silence towards the establishment
of settlement outposts that are illegal under the occupation, and the treatment of settlements
between the legal status and the policy of the international community in dealing with them
and the international and Arab reactions to the settlements, as we mentioned the Zionist
positions towards providing arguments to legitimize these settlements, and at the conclusion
of this study we reviewed the effects and implications on the Palestinian society, as it
affected the daily life of Palestinians, and all security, political, economic, social and
demographic aspects and identity, this indicates the seriousness of the settlement policy
through which the Zionists worked in the occupied territories, and some scenarios were

discussed on the future of the Palestinian issue in light of this settlement.
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
