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Abstract :

This study attempts to address the subject of administrative reform as an input to the fight against
corruption in the light of Algeria’s situation, by focusing on the most important actions and mechanisms
taken by the Algerian state to combat administrative corruption by implementing various plans and
electronic strategies in line with contemporary technological developments and their implications
contributions to improving poblic service.

The study relied on an analytical approach that takes into account the theoretical conceptual side and
the practical side of the subject according to two levels: the macro represented by the conceptual and
theoretical framework of administrative reform and corruption and the partial represnted by the study
the Algerian experience.

The results of thes study show that the process of electronic administrative reform is based on improving
and developing public services, which in turn contributes to reducing the widespread manifestation of
corruotion in Algerian publiv administrations, such as: bribery, favoritism, bias, and bureaucracy...
Among the mechanisms, that had an impact in combating administrative corruptionis the Electronic
Algeria Project 2013, which paved the way for its integration into global digitization. Among the most
important electronic services that were discussed in the research, which in turn contribute the reducing
administrative corruption: Electronic payment at the level of postal institutions and banks, and guarantee
social. Electronic signature in local groups, electronic monitoring especially in the sector justice, and
finally ellectronic registration at the level of the higher education sector and the education sector.
