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Abstract:

The new cities policy came after the state’s inability to provide housing
however Its first real beginning was with the issuance of Law No. 02/08 of May 8,
2002, with the aim of loosening the stranglehold on major cities and addressing the
housing problem, including the Ali Mendjeli new city project, which came
specifically for this purpose and to create a new urban pole reflects the state policy
adopted to eliminate the housing problem and to organize the urban space and urban
development of cities. Through the field study of the new city on Ali Mendjeli, it
showed that the new city played a significant role as a strategy to reduce the housing
problem and a tool for achieving urban development, but from the aspect of
organization, facilities, equipment and urban development. The city witnessed many
problems within its surroundings, because the city of Ali Mendjeli came as an urgent
solution with the aim of relieving pressure on the mother city of Constantine, without
taking into account some of the standards that must be applied in preparing cities,
including the absence of advance and thoughtful planning for such strategic projects,
this is what was reflected in the city and the urban problems it is witnessing now,
when it was necessary to ensure that the progress of project completion was
consistent between housing, equipment, and urban development, because the role of
these projects is essential in attracting residents, and they also have a complementary
role among them.
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
