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Abstract:

This study aims to search the possible effects of the conflict over gas in the eastern
Mediterranean region. It is considered that the Eastern Mediterranean region is one of the
most important regions in the world, as various regional and international powers seek to
increase their influence in this region because of their strategic priorities, and with the gas
discoveries and the huge, expected reserves as indicated by the US Geological Survey in
2010, the region has become one of the most important regions in the world. The eastern
Mediterranean is a field for conflict between several countries concerned with this gas wealth
(the Gaza Strip and the Israeli entity, Greece and Cyprus, Egypt, Turkey, Lebanon, Syria, and
Libya), while there is another face of the gas conflict in the eastern Mediterranean represented
in the trend towards internationalization between Regional and other international countries
that have direct or indirect interests in the region, notably the United States of America,
Russia and the European Union. In essence, the conflict over Eastern Mediterranean gas is a
struggle for influence, geopolitical interests, and interests with geoeconomic dimensions, and
this has affected the regional security environment of the Eastern Mediterranean and created
an unstable security situation in a region where the results of the conflict remain open to all
possibilities.
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
