Abstract :

Light and colour are two essential elements in the set design of any show.
They contribute to creating a beautiful visual image and enable the recipient
to enjoy the show clearly and feel the harmony they make with the other
elements of the theatrical performance. They clarify the show and allow him
to view it entertaining way. Our research aims to study the concept of these
two important elements since no director can abandon their use in designing
the scenes of his show. They have a great impact on the scenographic system,
starting with the performance of the actor, his outfits, his makeup, the sets, the
views, and the stage movements.

The study is based on the historical and semiological method and includes
an introduction, a review and two chapters. The theoretical chapter is divided
into four sections that include the concept of lighting, its development through
the ages, the relationship between light and colour in addition to the
assignments of the lighting designer. However, the practical chapter includes
a case study of “Elgerrab Wessalhin” a play by “Ould Abdel Rahman Kaki”;
which was redirected by “Nabil Bin Sikka” in a contribution with the lighting
designer “Shawki Khawathera”. It consists of the following elements: the
types of lighting used in this play, the impact of light and colour on the other
scenographic elements in addition to their dramatic, aesthetic and technical
functions. The study is concluded by the most important goals reached during
this research.
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
